The 12th International Symposium on “Ecology of Aphidophaga” will be held in Belgrade, Serbia from 9th to 13th September 2013. Symposium themes
The purpose of Aphidophaga is to provide an international forum for the presentation and discussion of research on organisms contributing to the mortality of aphids (Hemiptera: Aphididae).  Acceptable topics for presentation include the following: 
(Alternative food of aphidophaga (Aphid parasitoids (Aphidophagous coccinellids (Basic ecology (Behavior (Chemical ecology (Chrysopidae (Seasonal adaptations (Impact on aphid populations (Intriguild interactions (Invasive aphidophaga (Modeling (Pathogens of aphids (Parasitoids and pathogens of aphidophaga (Population dynamics (Syrphidae (Tritrophic interactions (Voltinism and diapause(Systematics and Morphology(Phylogeny
The official language of the Symposium is English. The program will include a series of invited plenary lectures (20 min each), submitted oral presentations (15 min each) and concurrent poster sessions. All submissions must be companied by an abstract and are subject to approval by the conveners.  Oral or poster presentations may be requested, but oral presentations are subject to approval based on the quality of the submitted abstract and some may be acceptable only as posters, depending on scheduling constraints. An abstract book of all contributions will be distributed to all registered participants.  Only the abstracts of participants with paid registration will be printed in the book. Proposals for organized symposia on special topics will be considered.  

Guidelines for Abstract Submissions

The abstract must be submitted online in the 'Abstract' field of the registration form, and consist of four parts, each separated by a blank line: 

1. Title.  Supply a brief and informative title and include key species names followed by (Order: Family). 

2. Authors’ names should be listed in sequence, each followed immediately by their affiliation, including Department, University, City, Country, and separated by blank lines.  Use an asterisk (*) to indicate the presenting author.  Provide an email address for the presenting author immediately following his/her affiliation.

3. Abstract text. The abstract text must not exceed 350 words.

4. Key words. Provide up to 5 key words, separated by commas.  Do not repeat terms appearing in the title. 

FOR ALL SUBMITTED TEXT: Use Arial font, size 12, 1.0 line spacing, and align all text to the left margin.  Use special characters as necessary.  Please refer to the sample abstract to verify your formating.

Authors of presentations are invited to submit manuscripts for publication in a special issue of European Journal of Environmental Sciences (http://www.ejes.cz).  Production of the special issue will be contigent on a sufficient number of contributions and all submissions will be subject to peer review. Applicants will be ranked by the convenors on the basis of the quality and relevance of the abstract submitted and the highest ranked submissions will be awarded grants until the funds are exhausted.

MORE INFORMATION:

The Botanical Garden is located in the very heart of Belgrade; it covers an area of 5 hectares and is part of the Faculty of Biology of the University of Belgrade. The open environment contains approximately 300 varieties of local, European and exotic trees and bushes. The garden is a category II natural treasure and is protected as a cultural monument. This beautiful green space is also home to a greenhouse, the Library of the Institute of Botany, the Herbarium, lecture halls and laboratories. The greenhouse was built in 1892 (approximately 500 m2) and was one of the largest and most beautiful in this part of Europe at the time. Nearly 1,000 tropical and subtropical plant species are cultured there. 

The building of the Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts is located at Knez Mihailova Street 35. Built in 1924 in the style of academism with elements of secession, it is the work of Dragutin Đorđević and Andra Stevanović. The building houses the Library of SANU, one of the best equipped in Belgrade, as well as the SANU Archive with numerous materials on Serbian history and the SANU Gallery on the ground floor, with a separate hall for lectures, a book store and an antique store.
The Belgrade Fortress was altered and developed over many centuries, surviving many battles. It witnessed the brutality of the conquerors and the courage of the tireless defenders of the city. It was the heart of development in Belgrade.  The Fortress was built in stages during the lengthy period between the 1st and 18th century, evolving from a Roman castrum, through a Byzantine castle and the remains of the medieval capital of the Serb Despotate, all the way to an Austrian-Ottoman artillery fortification. The complex consists of the fortress itself, divided into the Upper Town (Despot’s Gate, Sahat kula - Clock Tower, Roman Well, Statue of the Victor), Lower Town (Nebojša Tower, Amam – Turkish bath, Gate of Charles VI) and the Kalemegdan Park, home to busts of important persons from Serbian history, science and culture.

Belgrade River Cruise. 

Belgrade is situated at the confluence of two rivers, the Danube and the Sava. The Danube is one of the greatest rivers of the world, second only to Volga in Europe, with a length of 2850 km and with120 tributaries. It passes through Serbia along 588 km of its flow. Navigable throughout its length, it represents a natural link to Germany, Austria, Hungary, Croatia, Romania and Bulgaria. The Sava River is 945 km long, with 207 km of flow through Serbia, connecting Slovenia, Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Serbia. http://impalayu.com/aph_optional.htm
Middle Congress Excursion.  

Zasavica is a unique and complete nature reserve and tourist destination.  A picturesque mosaic of forests, meadows, river banks and the river itself, an abundance of plants and animals, the traditional way of life on the river presented in folklore, and historical heritage dating from ancient times, all serve to offer visitors rare, attractive and unique experiences throughout the year.
The tourist ship “Umbra” has been used to view the Zasavica since 2002 and develop tourism. The ship sails through the most beautiful part of the Reserve where visitors are offered a view of the widest part of the Zasavica, pastures and flooded forests, with opportunities to see various bird species of both swamp and forest. 

Fruška gora and Sremski Karlovci are both located within a hundred km north of Belgrade.  A full 539 metres tall, Fruška gora is the only mountain in Vojvodina, covered in meadows, grazing fields, grain fields, orchards and vineyards with famous wine cellars. Its higher regions are covered in a thick deciduous forest. There are 16 monasteries of the Serbian Orthodox Church on the entire mountain, erected as foundations by the ruling families of Serbia after the heart of the Serbian spiritual and cultural legacy was moved northwards during the late middle ages, under Turkish oppression

Just 11 km from Novi Sad and 57 km from Belgrade, the quaint city of Sremski Karlovci has been the spiritual, cultural and educational center of Serbia for over 200 years. The baroque style buildings surrounding the fountain in the town center are of immense importance to Serbian history and culture. With its two tall bell towers, the 1762 Gathering Church of St. Nicholas is an iconic masterpiece of Serbian baroque architecture. The Patriarchy Palace, the residence of the Srem District Episcope, is considered to be Vojvodina’s most remarkable 19th century building.

According to legend, whoever drinks water from the 1799 Four Lions Well will return to Karlovci to marry. Serbia’s oldest gymnasium is located here. The area’s vineyards add to its quaint character and beautiful scenery.

Sremski Karlovci produces excellent wine. Its rustic cellars draw more and more visitors each year as its reputation expands.

The Banquet will be provided in Panorama Hall in the Hotel Palace where there is a wonderful view from the river Sava and its confluence with the Danube. The buffet dinner will feature many delicious dishes and drinks, accompanied by folk dancers and music.  

Dinner in the Bohemian Quarter – Skadarlija.  The old Bohemian Quarter of Belgrade arose during the late 19th and early 20th century when its inns were the gathering place of the best known names in Belgrade. It is frequently compared to the Montmartre of Paris, both in appearance as well as the exuberant and dynamic artistic atmosphere.http://impalayu.com/aph_optional.htm
