The 12th International Symposium on “Ecology of Aphidophaga” will be held in Belgrade, Serbia from 9th to 13th September 2013.  This is the first time that Ecology of Aphidophaga will be held in Serbia and we are grateful to the Scientific Committee of Aphidophaga and the International Organization of Biological Control (IOBC Global) for selecting Belgrade University, Faculty of Biology, and Institute of Zoology as the venue for the 12th Symposium. We are also grateful to the IOBC for supporting the meeting with student travel grants.

Belgrade is the capital of Serbia and is situated in the centre of Balkan Peninsula at the juncture of the Sava and Danube rivers.  Originally founded by the Romans Belgrade features a wide range of architectural styles. (More tourism information can be found here: www.tob.co.rs)

Symposium themes

The purpose of Aphidophaga is to provide an international forum for the presentation and discussion of research on organisms contributing to the mortality of aphids (Hemiptera: Aphididae).  Acceptable topics for presentation include the following: 

(Alternative food of aphidophaga (Aphid parasitoids (Aphidophagous coccinellids (Basic ecology (Behavior (Chemical ecology (Chrysopidae (Seasonal adaptations (Impact on aphid populations (Intriguild interactions (Invasive aphidophaga (Modeling (Pathogens of aphids (Parasitoids and pathogens of aphidophaga (Population dynamics (Syrphidae (Tritrophic interactions (Voltinism and diapause(Systematics and Morphology(Phylogeny
The official language of the Symposium is English. The program will include a series of invited plenary lectures (20 min each), submitted oral presentations (15 min each) and concurrent poster sessions. All submissions must be ccompanied by an abstract and are subject to approval by the conveners.  Oral or poster presentations may be requested, but oral presentations are subject to approval based on the quality of the submitted abstract and some may be acceptable only as posters, depending on scheduling constraints. An abstract book of all contributions will be distributed to all registered participants.  Only the abstracts of registered participants will be printed in the book. Proposals for organized symposia on special topics will be considered.
